Slide out the
secondary micromesh filter from the back of each hybrid baffle filter before cleaning. Baffle filters are dishwasher safe. Clean
secondary filters with a warm detergent solution.

Clean all-metal filters in the dishwasher using a non-phosphate detergent. Discoloration of the filter may occur if using phosphate
detergent or as a result of local water conditions—but this will not affect filter performance.
