The direction of 
rotation is controlled by a selector located above the switch 
trigger. With the drill held in normal operating position, the di-
rection of rotation selector should be positioned to the left of 
the switch for drilling. The drilling direction is reversed when 
the selector is to the right of the switch. When the selector 
is in center position, the switch trigger is locked.

CAUTION: 
To prevent gear damage, always allow chuck to 
come to a complete stop before changing the 
direction of rotation or the two speed gear train 
(hi-lo).

To stop, release switch trigger and allow the chuck to come 
to a complete stop.

TWO-SPEED GEAR TRAIN
See Figure 7. 

The drill has a two-speed gear train designed for drilling or 
driving at LO (1) or HI (2) speeds. A slide switch is located on 
top of your drill to select either LO (1) or HI (2) speed. When 
using drill in the LO (1) speed range, speed will decrease 
and unit will have more power and torque. When using drill 
in the HI (2) speed range, speed will increase and unit will 
have less power and torque. Use LO (1) speed for high power 
and torque applications and HI (2) speed for fast drilling or 
driving applications.

AUXILIARY HANDLE
See Figure 8.

An auxiliary handle is packed with the drill for ease of op-
eration and to help prevent loss of control. 

To use the auxiliary handle:

n Open the clamping ring by turning the handle counter-
clockwise. 

n Slide the ring of the auxiliary handle onto the spindle  
collar of the machine.

n Tighten the auxiliary handle at the desired angle by turn-
ing the handle clockwise. 

NOTE:  For convenience the screw has been trapped inside 
the auxiliary handle.

To prevent thread damage and possible loss of control, the 
auxiliary handle should be checked periodically for tightness. 
Do not operate the drill with the handle loose.

INSTALLING BITS
See Figure 9 - 10.

n Lock the switch trigger by placing the direction of rotation 
selector in center position.

n Open or close chuck jaws to a point where the opening 
is slightly larger than the bit size you intend to use. Also, 
raise the front of the drill slightly to keep the bit from fall-
ing out of the chuck jaws.

n Insert drill bit straight into chuck the full length of the jaws 
as shown in figure 9. The drill bit must be inserted past 
the first set of carbide inserts, to a depth of 7/8 in.

n Tighten the chuck jaws on the drill bit. 

 NOTE: Rotate the chuck body in the direction of the arrow 
marked LOCK to tighten chuck jaws. 

n Do not use a wrench to tighten or loosen the chuck 
jaws.

WARNING:
Make sure to insert the drill bit straight into the 
chuck jaws. Do not insert the drill bit into the chuck 
jaws at an angle then tighten, as shown in figure 10. 
This could cause the drill bit to be thrown from the 
drill, resulting in possible serious personal injury or 
damage to the chuck.

n Lock the switch trigger by placing the direction of rotation 
selector in center position.

INSTALLING DEPTH GAUGE ROD
See Figure 11 - 12.

A depth gauge rod has been packed with your hammer drill 
to assist you in controlling the depth of drilled holes.

When drilling holes with the depth gauge rod installed, the 
desired hole depth has been reached when the end of the 
rod comes in contact with the surface of the material being 
drilled.

Follow these steps to install and adjust the depth gauge 
rod.

n Loosen the auxiliary handle.

n Insert the depth gauge rod through hole on the auxiliary 
handle.

n Adjust the depth gauge rod so that the drill bit extends 
beyond the end of the rod to the required drilling depth.

n Tighten the auxiliary handle securely. This secures the 
depth gauge rod at the desired depth of cut. It also se-
cures the auxiliary handle.

ADJUSTABLE TORQUE CLUTCH 
This drill is equipped with an adjustable torque clutch for 
driving different types of screws into different materials.  The 
proper setting depends on the type of material and the size 
of screw you are using.

ADJUSTING TORQUE
See Figure 13.

�Identify the twenty four torque indicator settings located on 
the front of the drill.

�Rotate adjusting ring to the desired setting.

When not in use, the bit provided with this drill can be placed 
in the storage area located on the rear of the drill.

DRILLING 
See Figure 15.

When drilling hard smooth surfaces use a center punch to 
mark desired hole location. This will prevent the drill bit from 
slipping off center as the hole is started. However, the low 
speed feature allows starting holes without center punching 
if desired. To accomplish this, simply operate the drill at a 
low speed until the hole is started.

The material to be drilled should be secured in a vise or with 
clamps to keep it from turning as the drill bit rotates.

Hold tool firmly and place the bit at the point to be drilled. 
Depress the switch trigger to start tool.

Move the drill bit into the workpiece applying only enough 
pressure to keep the bit cutting. Do not force or apply side 
pressure to elongate a hole.

WARNING: 
Be prepared for binding at bit breakthrough. When 
these situations occur, drill has a tendency to grab 
and kick opposite to the direction of rotation and 
could cause loss of control when breaking through 
material. If not prepared, this loss of control can 
result in possible serious injury.

When drilling metals, use a light oil on the drill bit to keep it 
from overheating. The oil will prolong the life of the bit and 
increase the drilling action.

If the bit jams in workpiece or if the drill stalls, release switch 
trigger immediately. Remove the bit from the workpiece and 
determine the reason for jamming.

TO ADJUST DRILLING OR HAMMER MODE
See Figure 16.

To adjust hammer drill to drilling or hammer operation, rotate 
mode selector in the direction of arrows as shown in Figure 
16. For your convenience a hammer symbol and drill bit 
symbol have been molded into the selector.

WARNING:
Your hammer drill has not been designed for 
reverse hammering. Reverse hammering may 
damage your drill.

We recommend that you use carbide-tipped bits and select 
hammer mode when drilling in hard materials such as brick, 
tile, concrete, etc. 

We recommend that you select normal drilling mode when 
drilling with twist drills, hole saws, etc. in steel and soft 
materials.

WOOD DRILLING
�n  For maximum performance, use high speed steel bits for 

wood drilling.

�n  Turn mode selector ring on hammer drill to normal drilling 
action.

�n  Begin drilling at a very low speed to prevent the bit from 
slipping off the starting point. Increase the speed as the 
drill bit bites into the material.

�n  When drilling through holes, place a block of wood behind 
the workpiece to prevent ragged or splintered edges on 
the back side of the hole.

�n  Do not lock the trigger on for jobs where your hammer 
drill may need to be stopped suddenly.

METAL DRILLING
n For maximum performance, use high speed steel bits for 

metal or steel drilling.

n Turn mode selector on hammer drill to normal drilling 
action.

n Begin drilling at a very low speed to prevent the bit from 
slipping off the starting point.

n Maintain a speed and pressure which allows cutting 
without overheating the bit. Applying too much pressure 
will:

 •  Overheat the drill;

 •  Wear the bearings;

 •  Bend or burn bits; and

 • Produce off-center or irregular shaped holes.

n When drilling large holes in metal, we recommend that 
you drill with a small bit at first, then finish with a larger 
bit. Also, lubricate the bit with oil to improve drilling action 
and increase bit life.

MASONRY DRILLING
n For maximum performance use carbide-tipped masonry 

impact bits when drilling holes in brick, tile, concrete, 
etc.

n Turn mode selector on hammer drill to hammer mode. 

n Apply light pressure and medium speed for best results 
in brick.

n Apply additional pressure and high speed for hard materi-
als such as concrete.

n When drilling holes in tile, practice on a scrap piece to 
determine the best speed and pressure.

rection. This will loosen the screw in the chuck for easy 
removal.

n Open the chuck jaws and remove the hex key. Remove 
the chuck screw by turning it in a clockwise direction.

      Note: The screw has left hand threads.

n Insert the hex key in the chuck and tighten chuck jaws 
securely. Tap sharply with a mallet in a counterclockwise 
direction. This will loosen the chuck on the spindle. It 
can now be unscrewed by hand.
