11 Connect computer's network cable and plug in its power cord.

12 Connect extension cables kept with workstation (if not already connected):
a) one extension to monitor port on cpu (adapter needed with Mac)
b) the other extension to the monitor cable.

13 Connect the projector's black SHARP MONITOR cable***:
a) one end to the COMPUTER RGB IN 1 port on projector
b) the other end to the extension cable leading to the monitor port on the cpu.

14 Connect the extension cable which is attached to the monitor cable to the OUT port
on the projector***,

***  Use the beige extension cables kept on the cart if more room is needed between the
computer and the projector.

15 Connect the projector's power cord from the projector to an outlet. You may need to

16 Power ON to computer.
