• The fi replace must be isolated from the gas supply piping system 
by closing its individual manual shutoff valve during any pressure 
testing of the gas supply piping system at test pressures equal to or 
less than 1/2 psi (3.5 kPa).

• The pressure regulator supplied with the Weber® gas fi replace 
must be used. This regulator is set for 4 inches of water column 
(pressure). 

• This Weber® gas fi replace is designed for use with natural gas only. 
Do not use with LP (Liquid Propane) gas. The valves, orifi ces, hose 
and regulator are for NG gas only.

sooting occurs, refer to troubleshooting.
 
Do not use cleaners that contain acid, mineral spirits or xylene. Rinse 
well after cleaning.

� Use of this Weber® fi replace with LP (Liquid Propane) 
will void all product warranty and can result in a fi re 
or explosion, which can cause serious bodily injury, 
death, and damage to property.

INSTALL GAS SUPPLY
General Specifi cations for Piping
Note - Contact your local municipality for building codes regulating 
outdoor gas fi replace installations.
• Refer to AS5601 gas installations for piping and hose requirements.
• Refer to AS5601/AG 601, local authority, gas, electric, and other 
relevant statutory regulations for use and installation.
• WE RECOMMEND THAT THIS INSTALLATION BE DONE BY A 
PROFESSIONAL.
Some of the following are general requirements taken from the latest 
edition of the National Fuel Gas Code: ANSI Z 223.1/NFPA 54, or CAN/
CGA-B149.1, see Natural Gas and Propane Installation Code for complete 
specifi cations. 
•  This fi replace is designed to operate at 4 inches of water column 

pressure (.2526 psi).
•  The maximum inlet gas pressure for this fi replace is 7 inches of water 

column pressure.
•  A manual shut-off valve must be installed outdoors, immediately ahead of 

the quick disconnect.
•  An additional manual shut-off valve indoors should be installed in the 

branch fuel line in an accessible location near the supply line.
•  The quick disconnect connects to a 3/8 inch NPT thread from the gas 

source. The quick disconnect fi tting is a hand-operated device that 
automatically shuts OFF the fl ow of gas from the source when the 
fi replace is disconnected.

•  The quick disconnect fi tting can be installed horizontally, or pointing 
downward. Installing the fi tting with the open end pointing upward can 
result in collecting water and debris.

•  The dust covers (supplied plastic plugs) help keep the open ends of the 
quick disconnect fi tting clean while disconnected.

•  Pipe compound should be used which is resistant to the action of natural 
gas when connections are made. 

•  The outdoor connector must be fi rmly attached to rigid, permanent 
construction.

� WARNING: Do not route the 10 foot hose under a 
deck. The hose must be visible.

Gas Line Piping
•  If the length of the line required does not exceed 50 feet, use a 5/8" O.D. 

tube. One size larger should be used for lengths greater than 50 feet.
•  Gas piping may be copper tubing, type K or L; polyethylene plastic tube, 

with a minimum wall thickness of .062 inch; or standard weight (schedule 
40) steel or wrought iron pipe.

•  Copper tubing must be tin-lined if the gas contains more than 0.3 grams 
of hydrogen sulfi de per 100 cubic feet of gas.

•  Plastic tubing is suitable only for outdoor, underground use.
•  Gas piping in contact with earth, or any other material which may corrode 

the piping, must be protected against corrosion in an approved manner.
•  Underground piping must have a minimum of 18" cover.
•  Installation and repair should be done by a qualifi ed service person. 

The fi replace should be inspected before use and at least annually by 
a qualifi ed service person. More frequent cleaning may be required 
as necessary. It is imperative that control compartment, burners and 
circulating air passageways of the fi replace be kept clean.

Test Connections
All connections and joints must be thoroughly tested for leaks in accordance 
with local codes and all listed procedures in the latest edition of the National 
Fuel Gas Code: ANSI Z 223.1/NFPA 54, or CAN/CGA-B149.1.

CHECK THAT THE BURNER VALVE IS OFF
Valve is shipped in the OFF position, but you should check to be sure that 
it is turned OFF.  Check by pushing down and turning clockwise. If it does 
not turn, it is off. Proceed to the next step. If it does turn continue turning it 
clockwise until it stops, then it is off. Proceed to the next step.

CONNECT GAS SUPPLY
a) To connect gas hose at the supply: Slide back the collar of the quick 
disconnect. Push male fi tting of the hose into the quick disconnect, and 
maintain pressure(1). Slide the collar closed(2). If it does not engage or lock, 
repeat procedure.
b) To connect gas hose at the Fireplace: Slide back the collar of the 
quick disconnect. Push male fi tting of the fi replace connection into the quick 
disconnect, and maintain pressure(1). Slide the collar closed(2). If it does not 
engage or lock, repeat procedure.
Gas will not fl ow unless the quick disconnect is properly engaged.

� WARNING: Make sure that the gas supply hose is 
positioned so as to avoid damage from foot traffi c or 
other accidental damage.

Sparks or open fl ames will 
result in a fi re or explosion which can cause serious 
bodily injury or death and damage to property.

� WARNING: You should check for gas leaks every time 
you disconnect and reconnect a gas fi tting.

Note - All factory-made connections have been thoroughly checked for gas 
leaks. The burner has been fl ame-tested. As a safety precaution however, 
you should recheck all fi ttings for leaks before using your Weber® gas 
fi replace. Shipping and handling may loosen or damage a gas fi tting.

� WARNING: Perform these leak checks even if your 
fi replace was dealer or store assembled.

You will need: a soap and water solution, and a rag or brush to apply it.
To perform leak checks: Slide back the collar of the quick disconnect. Push 
male fi tting of the hose into the quick disconnect, and maintain pressure(1). 
Slide the collar closed(2). If it does not engage or lock, repeat procedure. 
Gas will not fl ow unless the quick disconnect is properly engaged.
Turn on gas supply.
Check for leaks by wetting the connections with the soap and water solution 
and watching for bubbles. If bubbles form or if a bubble grows, there is a 
leak.
Note - Since some leak test solutions, including soap and water, may be 
slightly corrosive, all connections should be rinsed with water after checking 
for leaks.

� WARNING: Do not ignite burner when leak checking.
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15GAS INSTRUCTIONS

1) Bulkhead fi tting-to-Regulator connection.

� WARNING: If there is a leak at connections (1), turn

2) Make sure the burner control knob is turned OFF. (Push control knob 
down and turn clockwise to ensure that it is in the OFF position.)

3) Turn the gas supply valve on. 

� WARNING: Do not lean over the open fi replace. Keep 
your face and body at least one foot away from the 
logs when lighting the fi replace. Leaning over a lit 
fi replace could cause damage to body and personal 
property.

4) Push burner control knob in and turn counter-clockwise to START/HI.
5) Push in igniter several times, until burner is lit.
6) Check that the burner is lit.

� WARNING: 
If the burner does not light, turn the burner control 
knob to OFF and wait 5 minutes to let the gas clear 
before you try again or try to light with a match. Failure 
to comply with these measures could result in an 
explosive fl ame-up which can cause serious bodily 
injury or death and damage to property.

TO EXTINGUISH

MANUAL LIGHTING

� DANGER

PROBLEM CHECK CURE
Burner burns with a dark orange 
fl ame, in conjunction with heavy soot-
ing.

Inspect Spider / Insect Screen for pos-
sible obstructions. (Blockage of holes.)

Clean Spider / Insect Screen. (See Section 
“Annual Maintenance”)

Burner does not light, or fl ame is low 
in HIGH position.

Is fuel hose bent or kinked? Straighten fuel hose.

Is igniter functioning properly? Replace igniter (see contact info. below).

Is the igniter box blocked? Remove obstructions from igniter box (see 
pg. 10, Step 11 of “Assembly” Section).

Burner fl ame pattern is erratic. Flame 
is low when burner is on HIGH. Flames 
do not ignite all burner holes.

Are burner holes blocked? Clean burner holes. (See Maintenance Sec-
tion.)

19MAINTENANCE

WEBER® SPIDER / INSECT SCREEN
Your Weber® gas fi replace, as well as any outdoor gas appliance, is a target 
for spiders and other insects. They can nest in the venturi section (1) of the 
burner tube. This blocks the normal gas fl ow, and can cause the gas to fl ow 
back out of the air shutter. This could result in a fi re, causing serious damage 
to your fi replace.
Thus, it is imperative that control compartment, burners and air vents 
of the appliance be kept clean.
The burner tube air shutter is fi tted with a stainless steel screen (1) to 
prevent spiders and other insects access to the burner tube through the air 
shutter openings.
We recommend that you inspect the Spider/Insect screen at least once 
a year. (See Section “Annual Maintenance”.) Also inspect and clean 
the Spider/Insect screen if any of the following symptoms should ever 
occur:
1) The smell of gas in conjunction with the burner fl ame appearing yellow 

and lazy.
2) Burner does not ignite.

� DANGER
Failure to correct the above mentioned symptoms may 
result in a fi re, which can cause serious bodily injury 
or death, and cause damage to property.

ANNUAL MAINTENANCE
Inspection and cleaning of the Spider/Insect screen

Brush the spider/insect screen, lightly, with a soft bristle brush (i.e. an old 
toothbrush). 

� CAUTION: Do not clean the spider/insect screen with 
hard or sharp tools. Do not dislodge the spider/insect 
screen or enlarge the screen opening.

If the spider/insect screen becomes damaged or cannot be cleaned, call 
Weber-Stephen Products Customer Service for replacement parts.

MAIN BURNER CLEANING PROCEDURE
Turn off the gas supply. 
1) Remove rain shields.
2) Remove logs and lava rocks.
3) Examine burner holes for blockage.
4) Use a soft bristle brush to remove leaves or other debris.

� CAUTION: Do not enlarge the burner holes when 
cleaning.
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20 MAINTENANCE

MAIN BURNER FLAME PATTERN
The Weber® gas fi replace burner has been factory set for the correct air and 
gas mixture. A correct fl ame pattern is: 

 • A yellow to light-orange fl ame 

An incorrect fl ame pattern is:

 • A dark orange fl ame
 • Smoke-producing fl ame 

If the fl ames appear to be darker orange throughout the burner, sooting 
occurs, or smoke is produced; follow the burner and spider screen cleaning 
procedures.

IGNITION SYSTEM
If the Ignition System fails to ignite the burner, light manually. If Manual igni-
tion is successful, then check the Ignition System.
• Check that both the white (2) and black (3) ignition wires are attached 

properly.
• Check that the igniter button pushes in completely and returns.
• Check to see if the igniter is loose in the frame. Tighten if necessary.
If the Ignition System still fails to ignite the burner, see Manual Lighting pro-
cedure and contact your dealer.
