Setting up your ASUS Tablet

Installing a micro SIM card

Before you can make calls, send text messages, or connect to a mobile broadband
network using your ASUS Tablet, you need to install a micro SIM (Subscriber
Identity Module) card.

To install a micro SIM card:

Connecting to mobile networks

After installing the SIM card, you are ready to use your ASUS Tablet to make/
receive calls or transmit/receive data. Different countries or regions may have
different mobile networks available and you may have to configure your ASUS
Tablet to access these networks.

To configure your mobile networks setting:

Some wireless networks are secured with a key or protected
with digital certificates and requires additional steps to set up; others are open
and you can easily connect to them.

To enable Wi-Fi and connect to a Wi-Fi network:

Enabling or disabling Bluetooth in your device

Bluetooth is very useful when transferring data between two or more devices that
are near each other.

The first time you connect to a Bluetooth device, you must pair it with your ASUS
Tablet.

NOTE: Turn Bluetooth off when you are not using it to help save battery power.

To enable or disable Bluetooth in your ASUS Tablet, you can do any of the
following:

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Pairing your ASUS Tablet with a Bluetooth device

To pair your ASUS Tablet to a Bluetooth device:
