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Chapter 1.
Introduction

Overview

The KH88 KVM Switch isa control unit that allows access to multiple
computers from a single console (keyboard, monitor, and mouse). Before the
development of KVVM switching, the only way to control multiple computer
configurations from a single console was through a complex and costly
network. Now, with the KH88, you can easily access multiple computersin a
cost effective manner.

A single KH88 can control up to 8 computers. Since units can be cascaded to
threelevels, in afull three stage installation up to 73 KH88s can control up to
512 computers - all from asingle console.

Setup isfast and easy; plugging cablesinto their appropriate portsisall that is
entailed. Thereis no software to configure, so there is no need to get involved
in complex installation routines or be concerned with incompatibility problems.
Since the KH88 intercepts keyboard input directly, it works on any hardware
platform and with all operating systems.

There are three convenient methods to access any computer connected to the
installation: (1) using the push button port selection switches located on each
unit’sfront panel; (2) entering Hotkey combinations from the keyboard; and (3)
selecting from menus provided by the On Screen Display (OSD). A powerful
Auto Scan feature also permits automatic scanning and monitoring of the
activities of all computers running on the installation one by one.

Thereis no better way to save time and money than with a KH88 installation.
By alowing a single console to manage al the attached computers, a KH88
installation: (1) eliminates the expense of having to purchase a separate
keyboard, monitor, and mouse for each computer; (2) saves al the space those
extra components would take up; (3) saves on energy costs; and (4) eliminates
the inconvenience and wasted effort involved in constantly moving from one
computer to another.

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Installation
Before you Begin

0 1. Make surethat power to al the devices you will be connecting up
have been turned off. Y ou must unplug the power cords of any
computers that have the Keyboard Power On function.

2. To prevent damage to your installation, make sure that all devices
on the installation are properly grounded.

Single Station Installation

In a Single Stage installation, there are no additional KH88' s cascaded down
from thefirst unit. To set up asingle stage installation refer to the diagram
below (the numbersin the diagram correspond with the numbers of the
instruction steps), and do the following:

1. Plug your keyboard, mouse, and monitor into the unit’s Console Ports.

2. Use KVM cable sets (as described in the Cables section on p. 4), to connect
any available KH88 CPU Port to the Keyboard, Video and Mouse ports of
the computer you are installing.

3. Plug the power cord that came with this package into the KH88’ s Power
Socket, and then into an AC power source.

4. Power on the KH88.

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Two Stage Installation

To control even more computers, up to eight additional KH88 units can be
cascaded from the CPU ports of the First Stage unit. The cascaded KH88s that
connect back to the First Stage unit are considered Second Stage units.

Asmany as 64 computers can be controlled in a complete two stage
installation. A table showing the relation between the number of computers and
the number of KH88 units needed to control them is provided on p. 43.

Note: 1. Mixing different KM switch models on the sameinstallation can

cause problems with OSD port switching. We strongly recommend
that all cascaded units be the same model as the First Stage unit.

2. If you are adding this switch into an already existing KH88
configuration, be sure to make it the First Stage unit. Otherwise, you
won't get the benefit of itsimproved OSD features and functions.

To set up atwo stage installation, do the following:

1

Make sure that power to al the devices you will be connecting up, including
all preexisting devices on the installation, have been turned off.

UseaKVM cable set (described in the Cables section, p. 4), to connect any
available CPU Port on the First Stage unit to the Console Port connectors of
the Second Stage unit.

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Three Stage Installation

The procedures for setting up athree stage ingtallation are essentially the same as
for atwo stage ingtallation. With a three stage setup, as many as 512 computers can
be controlled in acomplete installation. A table showing the relation between the
number of computers and the number of KH88 units needed to contral themiis
provided on p. 43.

Note: 1. SeeNotes1 and 2 at the beginning of the Two Stage Installation section.
2. KH88 units cannot be cascaded beyond the third level.

To set up athree stage installation, do the following:

1. Make sure that power to al the devices you will be connecting up, including
all preexisting devices on the installation, have been turned off.

2. UseaKVM cable set (described in the Cables section, p. 4), to connect any
available CPU Port on the Second Stage unit to the Console Port connectors
of the Third Stage unit.

3. UseKVM cable sets (described in the Cables section, p. 4), to connect any
available CPU port on the Third Stage unit to the Keyboard, Video, and
Mouse ports of the computers you are installing, as shown in the diagram on

page 12.

4. Plug the power cord that came with this package into the KH88' s Power
Socket, and then into an AC power source.

5. Repeat these steps for any other Third Stage units you wish to connect.

6. Power on the Third Stage unit(s); next, power on the Second Stage units;
finally, power on the First Stage unit.

7. Turn on the power to all the computers.

Note: The Power On sequence requires that all Third Stage units be powered
on first. After they are all on, the Second Stage units must be powered
on next. After al the Second Stage units are on, the First Stage unit
must be powered on. Only after all the KH88s have been powered on
following this sequence, can the computers be powered on.

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Setup Considerations

Hot Plugging

The KH88 supports hot plugging. Components can be removed and added back
into the installation by unplugging and replugging their cables from their
respective ports without the need to shut the switch down. For hot plugging to
work properly, the following procedures must be observed:

Hot Plugging CPU Ports:
When hot plugging cables from the CPU ports:

1. The cable must be plugged back into the same port it was removed from.
2. The mouse cable must be plugged in before the keyboard cable.

3. After plugging the cable back in, you must perform aKVM Reset on the
First Stage unit (by pressing the Reset switch In).

Hot Plugging Console Ports:

The unit supports hot plugging of the keyboard, monitor, and mouse. When hot
plugging the mouse from the KH88' s console mouse port:

1. You may unplug the mouse and plug it back in again (to reset the mouse, for
example), as long as you use the same mouse.

2. If you plug in adifferent mouse, all the stations and all the computers on the
installation must be shut down for 10 seconds, then restarted. (Refer back to
the note describing the Power On sequence on p. 11, if necessary.)

Note: If, after hot plugging (or at any other time), there is no response to
mouse and/or PS/2 keyboard input, simultaneously press and hold Port
Select buttons 1 and 2 on the First Stage unit for 3 seconds to perform a
PS/2 Keyboard and PS/2 Mouse reset.

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Powering Off and Restarting

If it becomes necessary to Power Off one of the KH88 units, before starting it
back up you must do the following:

1. Shut down all the computers that are attached to the unit. If there are
stations cascaded down fromit, all the cascaded stations and the computers
attached to them must be shut down, aswell.

Note: 1. You must unplug the power cords of any computers that have the
Keyboard Power On function thet are connected to the shut down
switches Otherwise, the switcheswill Hill receive power from the
computers.

2. If the unit is operating under external power, unplug the power
adapter cable.

2. Wait 10 seconds, then plug the stations back in, starting with the lowest
stations in the chain and working back to the station you originally shut
down.

3. After dl the KH88' s are up, power On the computers, starting with the ones
attached to the lowest stationsin the chain and working back to the station
you originally shut down.

1+ [
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Port ID Numbering

Each CPU Port on aKH88 installation is assigned a unique Port ID. You can
directly access any computer on any level of the installation by specifying the
Port ID of the CPU port that the computer is connected to - either with the
Hotkey port selection method, or with the OSD.

The Port ID isaone, two, or three digit number. It is determined by the Stage L evel
and CPU Port number of the KH88 unit that a computer is connected to.

Thefirst digit represents the CPU Port number of the First Stage unit; the
second digit represents the CPU Port number of the Second Stage unit; the third
digit represents the CPU Port number of the Third Stage unit.

+ A computer attached to aFirst Stage unit hasaone digit Port ID (from 1 - 8),
that corresponds to the CPU Port number that the computer is connected to.

+ A computer attached to a Second Stage unit has atwo digit Port ID.

Thefirst digit represents the CPU Port number on the First Stage unit that the
Second Stage unit links back to; the second digit represents the CPU Port
number on the Second Stage unit that the computer is connected to.

For example, aPort 1D of 2 3 refersto acomputer thet is connected to CPU Port 3
of a Second Stage unit that links back to CPU Port 2 of the First Stage unit.

+ Likewise, acomputer attached to a Third Stage unit has athree digit Port ID.
A Port ID of 2 4 1 refersto acomputer that is connected to CPU Port 1 of a
Third Stage unit, that links back to CPU Port 4 of a Second Stage unit,
which, in turn, links back to CPU Port 2 of the First Stage unit.

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Port Selection

The KH88 provides three methods to obtain instant access to any computer on
your installation; Manual, OSD, and Hotkey.

Manual:

Simply press the appropriate Port Selection Switch on the unit’ s front panel.
After you press the switch, the Selected LED lights to indicate that the port has
the KVM focus. The OSD (see p. 17) automatically switchesto highlight the
computer that you have selected.

Note: 1. On acascaded installation, you must press the Port Selection switch
on the KH88 Station that connects directly to the computer you want
to access.

2. Simultaneously pressing Port Selection buttons 7 and 8 on the First
Stage unit initiates the Auto Scan feature (see F7 SCAN, p. 27), in
which all the ports currently selected for Quick View scanning (see
Set Quick View Ports, p. 26), are cycled through. The length of time
spent on each port is determined with the Scan Duration setting under
the OSD’s F3 SET function (see p. 23).

OSD:

OSD (On Screen Display), provides a menu driven interface to handle the com-
puter switching procedure to provide instant access to any computer on thein-
stallation. OSD operation is discussed in detail beginning on p. 17.

Hotkey:

Hotkeys alow you to conveniently provide KVM focusto a particular
computer from the keyboard, instead of having to manually select them by
pressing Port Selection switches. Hotkey operation is discussed in detail
beginning on p. 29.

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Chapter 3.
OSD Operation

OSD Overview

The On Screen Display (OSD) provides a visual, menu-driven, mouse enabled,
interface that offers quick and convenient computer access and control, as well
as efficient system administration including user management (access rights,
passwords, €tc.).

Each OSD menu option activates afunction that configures and controls the
operation of the KVM installation. All procedures start from the OSD Main
Screen. To bring up the OSD Main Screen, tap the Scroll Lock key twice. The
login dialog box appears:

Note: 1. [Scroll Lock] isthe default OSD hotkey. Y ou can optionally change
the Hotkey to the Ctrl key (see OSD Hotkey, p. 22, for details).

2. The screenshotsin this chapter are for example purposes. The screens
that you see may vary dlightly asto their wording and appearance.

Key in avalid username and password, then press [Enter].

Note: If thisisthefirst time that the OSD isbeing run, or if the password
function has not been set, simply press [Enter]. The OSD Main Screen
comes up in Administrator Mode. In this mode, you have accessto all
Administrator and User functions, and can set up operations (including
password authorization for the future), as you would like.

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OSD Main Screen Headings

Heading Explanation

PN This column lists the Port ID numbers (see Port ID Numbering, p. 15), for
all the CPU ports on the installation. The simplest method to access a
particular computer is move the Highlight Bar to it, then press [Enter].

Qv If a port has selected for Quick View scanning (see Set Quick View
Ports, p. 26), an arrowhead symbol displays in this column to indicate so.

{"} The computers that are powered on and are On Line have a Sun symbol
in this column to indicate so.

NAME If a port has been given a name (see Edit Port Names, p. 25), its name
appears in this column.

OSD Navigation

Use the following procedures to navigate through OSD menus:

+ To move up or down through the list oneline at atime, Click the Up and
Down Triangle symbols (A ¥) or use the Up and Down Arrow Keys. If there
are more list entries than there is room for on the Main Screen, the screen
will scroll.

+ To move up or down through the list one screen at atime, Click the Up and
Down Arrow symbols (W), or use the [Pg Up] and [Pg Dn] keys. If there
are more list entries than there is room for on the Main Screen, the screen
will scroll.

+ To activate aport, Double Click it, or move the Highlight Bar to it then
press [Enter].

+ After executing any action, you automatically go back to the menu one level
above.

+ To dismiss the current menu, and return to the previous one, press [Esc].

+ To dismissthe Main Screen, and deactivate the OSD (but not log out), press
[Esc].
+ To Logout, Click F8 at the top of the Main Screen, or press[F8].

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OSD Functions

OSD functions configure and control the OSD. Examples of what can be
accomplished with the OSD include: rapidly switching to any port; auto
scanning specifically selected ports; limiting the list of ports you wish to view;
designating a port as a Quick View Port; managing port names; user
management, system administration, and making OSD setting adjustments.

To access an OSD function:

1. Either Click aFunction Key field at the top of the Main Screen, or pressa
Function Key on the keyboard.

2. Inthe Submenus that appear make your choice either by Double Clicking it,
or moving the Highlight Bar to it, then pressing [Enter].

3. Press[Esc] to return to the previous menu level.

A complete description of the KH88's OSD operations are given in the sections
that follow.

F1 GOTO:

GOTO allows you to switch directly to a port either by keying in the port’s
Name, or its Port ID.

+ To usethe Name method, key in 1; key in the port’s Name; then press
[Enter].

+ Tousethe Port ID method, key in 2; key in the Port ID; then press[Enter].

Note: You can key in apartial Name or Port ID. In that case, the screen will
show all the computers that the User has View rightsto (see SET
ACCESSBLE PORTS, p. 26), that match the Name or Port ID pattern,
regardless of the current List settings (see F2 LIST, p. 21, for details).

To return to the OSD Main Screen without making a choice, press[Esc].

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F2 LIST:

Many of the OSD functions only operate on the computers that have been
selected for Listing (displaying) on the Main Screen. This function lets you
broaden or narrow the scope of which ports are selected for Listing. The
submenu choices and their meanings are given in the table below:

Choice Meaning

ALL Lists all of the ports on the installation.

QUICK VIEW* Lists only the ports that have been selected as Quick View Ports
(see p. 26).

POWERED ON Lists only the ports that have their attached computers Powered
on.

QUICK VIEW + Lists only the ports that have been selected as Quick View Ports

POWERED ON* (see p. 26), and that have their attached computers Powered On.

* Only the Administrator has the rights to designates which ports are Quick
View ports (see p. 26, for details).

To select portsfor the LIST:

1. Movethe Highlight Bar to the choice you want, then press[Enter]. Anicon
appears before the choice to indicate that it is the currently selected one.

2. After you make your choice and press [Enter], you return to the OSD Main
Screen with the newly formulated List displayed.

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F3 SET:

This function allows each operator to set up his own working environment. A
separate profile for each is stored by the OSD and is activated according to the
Username that was provided during Login.

To change a setting:

Hotkey Port Control

Hotkey Port Control alows you to provide KVM focus to a particular computer
directly from the keyboard.

+ Auto Scanning
+ Skip Mode Switching

Invoking Hotkey Mode

All Hotkey operations begin by invoking Hotkey Mode. Invoking Hotkey Mode
is athree step procedure:

1. Pressand hold down the Num Lock key
2. Taptheasterisk key or the minus key
3. Releasethe Num Lock key:

[Num Lock] + [*];
Or:

[Num Lock] + [-];

When HKM is active:

+ A Command Line appears on the monitor screen. The command line prompt
isthe word Hotkey: in yellow text on a blue background. Hotkey
information that you key in displays on the command line.

¢ Ordinary keyboard and mouse functions are suspended - only Hotkey
compliant keystrokes and mouse clicks (described in the sections that
follow), can beinput.

* Pressing [Esc] or [Spacebar] exits HKM.
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Selecting the Active Port

Each CPU port is assigned a Port ID (see Port ID Numbering, p. 15). You can
directly access any computer on the installation with a Hotkey combination that
specifies the Port 1D of the CPU Port that the computer is connected to. The
stepsinvolved are:

1. Invoke HKM (see p. 29)

2. Keyinthe Port ID

The Port ID numbers display on the Command Line as you key them in. If
you make amistake, use [Backspace] to erase the wrong number.

3. Press[Enter]

After you press[Enter], the KVM focus switches to the designated computer
and you automatically exit HKM.

Auto Scanning

Auto Scan automatically switches among all the active CPU Portsthat are
accessible to the currently logged on User at regular intervals (see Scan Mode
of the OSD F3 SET function, p. 23), so that he can monitor their activity
automatically.

Setting the Scan Interval:

The amount of time Auto Scan dwells on each port is set with the Scan
Duration setting of the OSD F3 SET function (see p. 23). Y ou can change the
scan interval before activating Hotkey Auto Scanning, if you wish, with the
following Hotkey combination:

1. Invoke HKM (see p. 29)

2. Keyin[T][n]
Where[T] istheletter T, and [n] is anumber from 1-255 that represents the
number of seconds for the dwell time.

Pausing when you want to keep the focus on a particular computer ismore
convenient than Exiting Auto Scan Mode because when you Resume
scanning, you start fromwhereyou left off. If, on the other hand, you Exited
and restarted, Scanning would start over from the very first computer on
theinstallation.

After pausing, to resume Auto Scanning, press any key. Scanning contin-
ues from where it left off.

Skip Mode

This feature allows you to switch between computers in order to monitor them
manually. Y ou can dwell on a particular port for aslong or aslittle as you like -
as opposed to Auto Scanning, which automatically switches after afixed
interval.

2. Keyin[Arrow]
Where [Arrow] refersto the left or right Arrow key. After you press

There are basically two conditions that call for firmware upgrade recovery:

+ When you begin a firmware upgrade, but decide not to proceed with it.
+ When the Mainboard firmware upgrade fails.

Note: If one of the cascaded switches failsto upgrade successfully, unplug it
from the install ation and perform the recovery and upgrade operation
independently. After it has been successfully upgraded, plug it back into
theinstallation.

To perform afirmware upgrade recovery, do the following:

1. Power off the switch.

2. Slide the Firmware Upgrade Recovery Switch (see p. 7) to the Recover
position.
