IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR

1. Choose unitinstallation location carefully. Avoid placing itin direct sunlightor close toa
source of heat.

When the player (or a compactdisc) is movedfrom a coldto a warmplace or isused after a
sudden temperature change, there is adanger of condensation. Water vaporin the aircould
condense on the mechanism or the laser pickup. If droplets of water form on these parts,
correct playback will be impossible because the laser cannotread the information from the
disc correctly. To prevent this, if you are going to use the player in a condition where
condensation could occur, you should not use the player for 1 or 2 hours after plugging it
into an AC outlet depending on the amount of condensation. If this is done, the player will
stabilize at thetemperature of itssurroundings.

Listening to a Tapeor Compact Disc

Cassette Tape

TapeHandling:

Do not storetapes in thefollowing places:

1. On top of heaters, exposed to direct sunlight or in any other places with high
temperatures.

2. Near speakers, on TV sets or amplifiers or where they would be exposed to strong
magnetic fields.

3. Where humidityis high andin dirty, dusty places.

4. Avoid dropping orsubjecting cassettes toexcessive shocks.

5. As C-120 tapes are physically weak and could become entangled in the transport
mechanism, do notuse them.

Loading a Cassettetape:

1. Use your finger or apencil to turn the cassette

hub and takeup any slacktape.

Note: Avoid touching thetape .Fingerprints attract

dust and dirt.

2. Press STOP/EJECT buttonto open cassettedoor.
Note: The cassette holder cannotbe opened

during recording orplay back.

3. Load thecassette tape withits open edgefacing down.
4. Gently closethe compartment door.

MAINTENANCE:
The heads andtape path shouldbe cleaned and demagnetized periodically.
(Cleaning materials notincluded)

Cleaning Tape path
Apply head cleaningfluid to a cotton swab orsoft cloth,
and lightly rubthe heads, capstanand all metal parts in
the tape path.

Also clean thepinch roller usingrubber cleaning fluid.

Handing the Discs:
This unit has been designed specifically for sound

No other discscan be used.

1. Always place the compactdisc in thedisc tray with the
label facing upward. (Compact discs canbe played only
on one side).

2. To remove adisc from its storage case, pressdown on
the centre of the case and lift the disc out, holding it
carefully by the edge.

3. Fingermarks and dust should be carefully wiped off
the disc recordedsurface with asoft cloth (notincluded)

to clean compact discs. Such chemicals will do irreparable damage to the disc's plastic
surface.

5. Discs should be return to their cases after use to avoid serious scratches that could
cause laser pickupto skip.

6. Do not expose discs to direct sunlight or high humidity and temperature for extended
periods. Long exposureto high temperature can warp thedisc.

7. Do not stick paper orwrite anything witha ballpoint penon the surface of the labelside.
8. Do notuse irregular shaped CD's (octangonal, heart-shape, etc.) Which candamage the
unit.

Preparation of Use

1. Connect the AC powercord.

2. The silver screw protects the phonograph chassis during transportation. If the speed of
your phonograph seems slow or you hear a rubbing sound, adjust the screw with a coin to
correct the balanceof the turntable.

How To Replace The Turntable Stylus?
